You will produce  a series of 

studies of a portrait based on 

your chosen culture in the 

style of the artist

Printmaking
You will collate 

your pattern work 

and create your 

own designs for 

printmaking

Painting
You will study 

painting and colour 

mixing in depth in 

preparation for your 

final piece

Final Piece
You will complete a 

final piece painting 

based on your chosen 

culture, your photoshop

work, pattern design 

and knowledge of 

colour 

Assessment
This includes recording, experimenting, 

research and final outcomes based on your 

Natural Forms project from year 10 and your 

Cultures project. 

Your coursework is 60% of your final mark
